Museum – Open Technical Issues (March 2019) http://www.hpmuseum.net
The notes below are primarily from Jon Johnston in September 2015.  The museum isn’t actively looking to add units to the collection as we are out of space and need to rationalize…but if you have something special and/or local to the museum in Melbourne, we may well be interested in adding it to the collection. 

Product Fixes We Need:
1) 9120 Printer – belt frayed, paper advance roller – gummy.
2) 9100. We have one working unit and one non-working unit. We would like to get both going. The mag card readers in both units need refurbishing.

3) 9821A. Our single unit isn’t working. We have identified the defective board, but aren’t smart enough to fix it ourselves. We also have a number of other defective 98X0 boards if you love fixing that kind of thing. We also have a big supply of working boards if you want to trade.

4) 9845 power supplies. We have 3 dead units, 2 partially working units and 3 good units. We do have schematics for these power supplies.
5) 9817 power supplies. Unfortunately, we don’t have a schematic for these. We have one good units and 4 not working units.

6) 2116A – was broken, now fixed!
7) We have two perfectly good 9000/822LX computers, but can’t figure out how to get output to the console. This output goes through a MUX card, but we can only get a few stray characters to appear on the screen.

8) 9871A Printer. Need to make a new drive belt for print head (part no longer available). This belt is “chain-like” and over 2 meters long. We have identified a source for this type of chain. Have service manual. Have multiple units.
9) 7225A/9862A plotter. Electrostatic paper hold down is intermittent. 7225 y-axis arms are lacking free movement.
10) 2114B front panel issue now fixed!
11) We have ten 2100A/S computers, most with working power supplies. We don’t have a working demo because we’re not smart enough to troubleshoot and put together a complete system. This is also true of 21-MX  HP1000 computers. We have full service documentation.

12) 9920 power supply (09855-67980 or 09855-69980). Power on LED works, but fan doesn’t turn. We would love to get a schematic for these.
13) HP-81 calculator. LED display shows zero when powered up. Pressing keys does not cause numbers to appear in LED. 

14) HP-150s now sorted out. Some we able to be repaired, some kept for spare parts.
15) We have 3 9864A digitizers, but haven’t attempted to get one of them going.

16) Need replacement illumination lamp for original ScanJet (have service manual).

17) 2635A, printing terminal. Print head moves and paper moves during self test, but no printing.

18) 9869A blows fuse on power up. Have service manual.
19) 2703A terminal. Unfortunately, our rare terminal stopped working – problem with the EHT transformer for the CRT. Would love to find a replacement. 
20) 9-pin control cable needed for 98781A monitor. HP p/n 09920-61602.
21) Need help troubleshooting 1000 A600 model 6 power supply. We also need help to refurbish some power supplies for the 1000 A-Series 20-slot rack boxes. We have several working power supplies for comparison.
22) Anyone know how to hack hard discs for passwords on MPE systems?

23) Service manuals. If you have one that we don’t have posted, we’d be keen to get a copy.

24) Anyone know anything about fixing Infotek floppy drives?

25) 98770A color monitor for 9845/9020. One of ours has a slight problem in the power supply. We have complete schematics for the unit. We have two units, one working.
26) Please contact us if you have any experience fixing early HP DAT drives (eg C1501A/C1502A).

27) 2631G – older type with separate PROM and CPU boards. Have a bad CPU and/or PROM board.  Anyone have those parts?  Or a set of new style boards (CPU/PROM and HPIB Interface?)
28) SCSI to SD mass storage solution. HPDrive is a great solution for replacing HP-IB mass storage devices. We are looking for something similar for replacing SCSI mass storage drives to help preserve systems from the late 1980s and early 1990s. We have tested SCSI2SD and found it not to work on HP computers.

1) 9836U. Need HP-UX software.
2) 9825 software on 8” disc. Would like to archive 9825 s/w and make it available for download. Please let us know if you have any 9825 system s/w on disc. We can send you initialized discs (and an additional 9885M) to copy onto.
3) Need old working Seagate disc drives for HP drives: ST-406, ST-506.

4) We still need a lot of Series 200 application software (we have heaps for the 9845).

5) HP 300 Amigo computer. We need one. We have the shell of a non-working unit.
6) We’d love to get an early HP 3000 computer (eg Series II or before).

7) Looking to acquire as much original HP software as possible on quarter-inch tape cartridges and 8” floppy discs. We are especially keen to improve our 500 Series software collection.
8) If you have a hard disc with bootable MPE or RTE software, we’d love to get an image of it. We can show you how to make the image.
